: “ou con use either filbre or sk for wiops - depending on
which you prefer. Fibreglass Is o manmade fabric so it

i doesn't absorb resing os easlly as sik and can therefore
appear patchy if the first layer of rasin is not applied
corectly and all the perforations in the fibre are not filled.
Howewer, It tands fo offermore flexibility than sitk and is
ihought to be a sironger enhancement method. Silk on
the ofher hand is a natural fibre and therefare absorbs
resing more easily, which gives it a better clarity.

i 'If you want fo offer a complete service then the wrap
is a vital part of that as a repair system in natural

i noilcare. Howewver, like all enhancement systems this
is one that requires practice to perfect.
